11. Supplement 154 – Optical Surface Scanner Storage SOP {WI 2010-04-F}

Phillip Liebmann presented the Supplement (sup154_pc_2012-05-28.docx.)  WG-06 made numerous editorial revisions to improve clarity of the text.  The revisions were reflected in the  document posted at the end of the sessionat WG-06: (sup154_pc_2012-06-12.docx.)   
The discussion included the review of the comments received in the Public Comment Phase-


The Supplement was approved for Letter Ballot. 
12. Supplement 147 – Second Generation Radiotherapy {WI 2007-06-B}

C. Schadt first discussed the early software experimentation by WG-07 with the draft supplement (addition to the DICOM standard.)  This was previously referred to by WG-07 as trial implementation.  (Trial implementation makes use of use of the supplement at a later phase of development.)  Because this supplement is very complex and large, WG-07 is undertaking an early experimentation with private data components (private tags and private IODs), prior to the public comment period.  The experience gained will be used by WG-07 (a) to revise the supplement, if needed, (b) to provide guidance for migrating implementations from 1st generation RT, (c) to provide guidance to help IHE RO create an profile that provides implementation guidance to avoid differing interpretations by implementers of this complex supplement.   All on the WG-07 mailing list (members and observers) are invited to perform and report on such experimentation.  The Vice Chair’s company will produce and make available a white paper and possibly open source software to share such experiences.  Input from DICOM library vendors is generally needed for implementation.  It was discussed that such library vendors are expected to participate or monitor the DICOM Standards Committee and/or WG-06.  Accordingly WG-06 advised to create a dictionary of the private tags used in the experimentation in public format and to include the mailing lists of the latter two committees in the distribution of information and invite all to join the WG-07 mailing list for further communication.       

Next, C. Schadt presented the Supplement (Version 35, Draft 3.)   This draft included changes made by WG-07 in response to the WG-06 comments made during the March presentation to WG-06.  WG-06 requested numerous revisions. Next Part 17 of Supplement 147 waqsw reviewed started and the explanation of the new IODs and the corresponding information model diagrams were discussed.
After the presentation and after C. Schadt  will finish making the changes asked by WG-06, the document will be  saved to the WG-06 meeting folder as Version 35, Draft 4.    

The Supplement will return to WG-06.

13. Supplement 160 – Patient Positioning Workflow  {WI 2011-12-A}

C. Schadt provided the background for this supplement.  In short, this has been split off from the original Sup 147 to make the latter smaller.  A new PWP Subgroup has met, in January, for the first time with attendance from 15+ vendors.  

This new Supplement of WG-07 on Patient Positioning and Workflow received Supplement Number 160, pursuant to DICOM Work Item 2011-12-A.

The Supplement will return to WG-06.

14. Supplement 124 – Communication of Display Parameters {WI 2004-12-B}

Norihisha Matsui and Masatoshi Kanzaki of  WG-11 were again connected from Japan; WG-06  representative K. O’Donnell again assisted in the continued review of Sup. 124.   The detailed review of the Supplement continued for a total of four hours.  Numerous revisions were made.  
The Group reviewed terminology and references to AAPM TG-18.

The Supplement will return to WG-06.
15. Supplement 158 – Retire General Purpose Worklist {WI 2011-04-B}


Kevin O’Donnell presented for Second Read the draft Supplement.  After a thorough review and line-by-line reading the Group approved it for Public Comment.
16. Supplement 161 – Introduction of Web Services in DICOM {WI 2008-04-B}

Tim Culp presented background information and the draft supplement.  This was a First Reading.  This Supplement defines RESTful Services for providing DICOM images and other persistent objects to an Electronic Medical Record/Electronic Health Record (EMR/EHR) system.  Access to DICOM normalized objects is not defined within this supplement.

This supplement deals only with retrieval, corresponding to the evolution of the existing WADO to RESTful Services. Query and notification mechanisms are not defined within this supplement.  Native DICOM can be retrieved, as well as binary data, pixel data, or metadata of the object without the image pixels without any bulk data.

Security is beyond the scope of the RESTful services defined in this supplement.  However the proposed mechanism is fully compatible with generic Web security mechanisms and several security programming recipes are provided for reference.

The Supplement was assigned the number 161.

The Supplement will return to WG-06.
17. Supplement 121 – Modality Procedure Plan and Protocol Storage {WI 2006-04-E}

The purpose is to produce text for Public Comment.  K. O’Donnell continued to review the Supplement.  There will be meeting of WG-21 in July to continue development.  The topics mentioned included:

· Intent on designate body part in view

· Distinguish between image that contains e.g. an organ vs. an image of the organ

18. Supplement XXX  STOW (Store over the web) 

Tim Culp of WG-27 presented a ppt outline of the Supplement: storing and updating DICOM studies over web-based protocol.  WG-06 suggested limiting the resources to RESTful resources so this work item is not held up by the Web Services. The work on STOW-WS API is still to be assigned..
