11. Supplement 154 – Optical Surface Scanner Storage SOP {WI 2010-04-F}

Phillip Liebmann presented the Supplement with changes made as a result of the public comment s received.  The public comments were accepted and adopted.  

Next steps: combine figures, add reference, directory codes, revise figure.  
WG-06 will review these last revisions when completed.

The Supplement will be reviewed again for Final Text.
Supplement 159 – NM Dose Structured Report {WI 2010-04-B}

This was a reading for achieving Public Comment.  
C. Smith presented the draft Supplement <sup159_02.doc> which was previously posted in the meeting folder.

Following the first session, the changes recommended by WG-06 were made and the document Sup159_03.doc and Sup_159_WIP03.doc were posted in the mtg folder.

Additional discussion took place in Session two on 8/28 and further changes will be made by Editor C. Smith and an updated draft < Sup159_04 3.doc.  

In-depth technical discussions were conducted on several sections of the draft Supplement during both sessions.  The chief topics discussed included:

· Open issue 1 – clarify it is Time Synch – go ahead and add time synch and note here that we have done that. Leave the item open for comments,
· Open issue 2 – describe that the SR is the definitive source of the dose information – it was historically required in the images – now the SR is replacing this.
· Add a closed issue that this supplement does not describe how to combine or comparing x-ray and administered dose into a whole rolled up report.
· Need to revise all measurements to add a method as a sub-modifier, also including time and date of the measurement.
· Many small editorial changes were made.
· Leave the “Give- Sub-ID” issue open. Describe what we are trying to achieve and why. We are trying to get the prescription number. Do we need this other stuff?
· Should use anatomical codes for approach site.
· Open question: should there be a separate IOD and SOP Class for this, or should it re-use the existingr CT Dose SR (with an additional template)? The devices are different.
· Open issue: Which codes and coding scheme designators for NDC and RXNORM.
· Open issue: how much detail needs to go into estimates of fetal dose?
· Open issue: Should administered activity be in Bq or MBq? The issue is that NM and PET IODs use different units now.
· Open issue: Do we need to track “traceable to DMS”? 

The Supplement will return to WG-06 at the Nov. 5-9, 2012 meeting (Arlington, VA.)

12. Supplement XXX – Contrast Injection SR
This was a Second Reading.  

J Kalafut presented the concepts and flow of the Supplement using a presentation <SupXXX_ContrastAgentAdministrationReport_WG-06_Aug27_2012_Meet_Updated.docx>.  Thereafter S. Balasubramanian continued the presentation of the detailed components (TID…) of the supplement. In-depth technical discussion was conducted on the concepts for the Supplement and on the components of the future Supplement that were included in the presentation.  The chief topics discussed included:

· The Ad-hoc group chair reviewed the motivations, clinical needs and rationale for a standards-based exchange of contrast administration records. The review included descriptions of contrast usage in diagnostic and interventional radiology and cardiology settings.

· A detailed review of use-cases and workflows generated by the ad hoc group was presented. WG6 members actively participated by asking questions, adding clarifications and requesting further clarifications. WG6 agreed that making distinctions among contrast prescribing, preparation, administration and consideration of varying modalities made sense. 

· A review of the data model and data structures as proposed by the ad hoc group was also conducted. The structure was presented so as to assist the WG in deciding between encoding options for the administration record – structure report or attribute.

· A review of other WG inputs (21,3 and 16) were reviewed. It was noted that WG16 in particular preferred an attributed encoding solution to ease implementation burdens on modality vendors.

· An active area of discussion centered on methods to encode the vector-based data in the supplement, most notably pressures and flow rates of contrast media delivered to the patient. Three options were discussed – encoding the data as a DICOM waveform object  and referencing it within the contrast administration record, persisting the data as discrete “stair step” data within an SR or attribute context, and defining a new mechanism to persist vector data within an SR.

· WG6 ultimately directed the AdHoc group to refine the in-process supplement work to encode the overall contrast record as an SR DICOM object but to also have a DICOM attribute object for consumption by modalities during an imaging examination. The DICOM attribute object would primarily consist of contrast “step” data emitted by the Infusion Manager actor (not an official IHE actor) during a contrast-enhanced imaging procedure. 

· The AdHoc group will accommodate the mandates of WG6 and will do the following prior to the next WG5 meeting:

· Update the current pre-Supplement version of the document so that it is based upon DICOM/NEMA templates

· Update and refine the SR and DICOM objects in a timely fashion for review at the November WG6 meeting. The goal is to then allow for PC sometime post November/early 2013.

WG-06 further suggested that the Contrast Ad-Hoc seeks assistance with the writing of the Supplement from DICOM Consultants to save time.  

The Supplement will return to WG-06 for continued reading.  
13. Supplement 147 – Second Generation Radiotherapy {WI 2007-06-B}

U. Busch presented Sup147-Version 36 Draft 5 – that has been posted in the meeting “Sup” directory of the meeing folder, during the presentation.  This draft included updates and changes made in Sup 147 in response of to the WG-06 review in June 20124 and updates that have been added as a result of further work of WG-07.  The review went through the changes in all sections of the supplement, beside Part 17. The latter one will be revised by WG-07 prior to public comment. It was agreed, that a full reading of that Part 17 is not required for public comment. However, WG-07 may seek advice from WG-06 on specific sections of Part 17 prior to public comment.
Following this session and after U. Busch will finish making the changes as per the discussion in this meeting the document will be saved to the WG-06 meeting folder under as Version 36 (final revision). Subsequent changes will continue in Version 37.

The Supplement will return to WG-06 for continued reading, at the Nov. 5-9, 2012 WG-06 meeting in Arlington, VA.
14. Supplement 124 – Communication of Display ParaKEVmeters {WI 2004-12-B}

This was a continued reading to obtain approval for Public Comment.  

K. O’Donnell presented the draft Supplement on behalf of  Norihisha Matsui and Masatoshi Kanzaki of  WG-11 who were connected by phone from Japan;   <sup124_18F.doc> which was previously posted in the meeting folder.  Version 18F included the changes made pursuant to the last discussion by WG-06.

Detailed technical discussion was conducted.   Notes on the discussion as well as revisions made have been captured in a new version of the document, which was posted <sup1214_18F+WG06.doc. 
The Supplement will return to WG-06 for continued reading.  
15. Supplement 158 – Retire General Purpose Worklist {WI 2011-04-B}
The goal was to approve for Letter Ballot.

Editor, K. O’Donnell presented the public comments: a Public Comment noted that the broad description “Procedure Step SOP Class”, which was chosen by WG-06, is not defined.  In response, it was decided to add a definition to Part 4 of the Standard.  

After a thorough review the Sup 158 was approved it for Letter Ballot.
16. New Work Item Proposal-Delete Entire Study 
A New Work Item Proposal was discussed by the DSC, “Ability to Delete an Entire Study for Data Retention Purposes”  [2012-06-A]
The Group discussed that the Standard should not allow the deletion of a study without reviewing the content.  Legal considerations were also mentioned. The Group asked the author, Dave Heaney of McKesson, to join in a t-con to discuss the proposal.
Dave Heaney explained that the use case is deletion of studies for data retention purposes, requested .  Such action is implemented where data retention policies require the erasure of all traces of records, although there is generally an audit trail of the erasure.  During the discussion WG-06 suggested to delete the content and if no content, show no results.
The conclusion of the discussion was the unanimous confirmation by WG-06 of the DSC action rejecting the New Work Item Proposal. It is not a valid DICOM operation to delete all information of a study (that may include non-DICOM data). Alternate ways to handle a study delete is deleting all the instances of a study with a KOS message and react to a DICOM query for an empty study as if the study not longer exists. IHE may provide other operations that can handle the deletion of a complete study.

17. Supplement 161 – Introduction of Web Services in DICOM {NWIP 2008-04-B}
This was a reading for achieving Public Comment.  

T. Culp presented the draft Supplement <sup161_11.1_WADO-RS.doc> which was previously posted in the meeting folder and included the changes directed by WG-06 , during the previous presentation in June 2012 .

Following the first session, further changes were recommended by WG-06 and a revision 11.2 was posted.  Some time became available on the Agenda and there was an opportunity on 8/30 to conduct a second session after which the Sup 161 was approved for Public Comment subject to further changes to be made based on the timdiscussions to be reviewed by the Chair Bas Revet.  

The PC version is to be named  <sup161_pc.doc> and sup_161_pc.pdf>

In-depth technical discussions were conducted on several sections of the draft Supplement during both sessions.  The chief topics discussed included:

· The filters suggested at the DICOM WG-06 Meeting in Berlin (pixeldataonly, nonprivatedata, and sopclassuid) were determined to be unnecessary. The resources are flexible enough as defined to allow for returning specific frames or specific bulk data items without needing to add the complexity of supporting multiple parameters.

· Retrieving pixel data frames by “Calculated Frame Lists” was removed since most users are only interested in retrieving frames using a simple frame list. The restriction for the frame numbers to be monotonically increasing was removed. The client can request frames in any order and the server must return frames in the order requested.

· The Transfer Syntax UID is no longer specified in the Accept-Encoding and Content-Encoding header parameters since these non-standard encodings might cause issues with some clients. Instead they are specified as custom headers X-DICOM-Accept TS and X-DICOM-TS, respectively.

· multipart/mixed was changed to multipart/related since it allows you to specify the content type o the first part of the message. E.g. Accept: multipart/related; type=application/dicom.

· application/xml changed to application/dicom+xml.

· application/wado-rs was removed for simplicity. XML+Bulkdata can still be retrieved by making two calls, RetrieveMetata (application/dicom+xml) and RetrieveStudy (application/octet-stream).

· The content headers are now specified in more detail.

· The RetrieveBulkdata resource was changed from specifying study, series, SOP Instance UIDs, and bulk data UUID to just specifying bulk data UUID. Bulk data must be globally unique.

The Supplement was approved for Public Comment.

18. Supplement 157 – Multi-Frame Converted Legacy Images {WI 2011-09-A}
This was a reading to obtain approval for Public Comment.  

D. Clunie presented the draft Supplement <sup157_08.doc>  which was previously posted in the meeting folder.  

Detailed technical discussions were conducted on several sections of the draft Supplement during both sessions.  
Following this discussion a new version of the document will be posted to record the revisions made as well as the comments recorded, during the discussion.  

The Supplement will return to WG-06 for continued reading.  
19. Supplement 121 – Modality Procedure Plan and Protocol Storage {WI 2006-04-E}

This was a reading to obtain approval for Public Comment.  

The file sup121_11d.doc, which included material from the recent meeting of WG-21 in July 2012 and subsequent changes, was previously posted in the WG-6 meeting folder. 
K. O’Donnell presented the posted draft and several subsequent revisions during the course of the meeting. 
The discussion included: 

· the updated SOP Class names, use case priorities and concepts refined in the recent WG-21 meeting 

· review and revision of the Reference Location Macro and associated anatomic codesets 

· review and revision of the Assertion Macro and the concept of recording protocol approvals 

· the need for patient positioning codes and instructions 

Following this discussion a new version of the document will be posted to record the revisions made as well as the comments recorded, during the discussion. 
 The Supplement will be worked on further in WG-21 with a focus on the contents of the Acquisition and Reconstruction Technique Modules 
The Supplement will return to WG-06 for continued reading.  
20. Supplement 162, Comprehensive 3D SR Storage SOP Class [WI 2003-12B]
The Supplement was developed following the decision by WG-06 that a CP (CP-1212) was not appropriate for creating a new SOP Class.  CP-1212  was canceled and Sup. 161 was approved for Public Comment. 

21. Supplement 163,  STOW (Store Over the Web) [WI-2011-09-B]
This was a First Reading.  

T. Culp presented the draft Supplement <supxxx_02_STOW-RS.doc> which was previously posted in the meeting folder.  This document  included the changes directed by WG-06 , during the previous presentation in June 2012 .

A thorough technical discussion was conducted.  This included a discussion of the use cases and the pros and cons of using the various services.  The chief topics discussed included:

· Much of the discussion centered around whether or not all four resources presented were required.

· The “CheckStudyExists” resource was  questioned since there is not a direct equivalent in the DICOM C-Store use case. If a user wanted to check if a study existed, it would most likely be done through a QIDO Query call as opposed to a STOW RESTful resource. Also, knowing the study exists is not helpful because it doesn’t tell you what SOP Instances are actually stored. It was suggested an efficient HEAD method call on the SOP Instance UID might be more useful than a HEAD method call on the Study Instance UID.

· The CommitInstance resource could take a long time based on the underlying storage. It was not designed to be a synchronous operation. In explanatory information, it could be explained to defer to when a client is ready to delete from their system as opposed to requesting a commitment at transfer time.

· The ServerInfo resource may not be required since it could be assumed all Transfer Syntax UIDs are handled by modern servers. A failure response can always be returned if TS is not recognized).

· The StoreStudy resource was discussed and it was decided to optionally specify the Study Instance UID. If the event it is unspecified, the Study Instance UID is discovered in the data as it sent allowing the user to send multiple studies at the same time (as in the case of importers). If the Study Instance UID is specified, then it implies all the instances are part of the specified study and it will generate an error condition otherwise.

· Bulk data ids and boundaries need not be preserved when storing a study. Round trip may not produce the same results (although no medical content will ever be changed). The client is required to call RetrieveMetadata prior to retrieving any bulk data. The server can choose to restructure the bulk data so that it is more efficient to store/transport.

· Action is needed to map all C-Store responses with HTTP response codes.
